Legislative Foundation:

* ‘The Act on Persons Performing the Duties of Judicial Police Officials and the
Scope of Their Duties (Judicial Police Duties Act)’ paved the way for the
establishment and operation of the Special Judicial Police in 1956.

Historical Significance:

* Establishment of a specialized field with professional knowledge to address
limitations of general police.

Objectives of Special Judicial Police

* “By defining the person who investigates criminal cases related to special
administrative fields and the scope of their duties, the purpose is to ensure that
criminal investigations are conducted quickly and thoroughly by having public
officials who are directly in charge of these special administrative fields and are
familiar with the matter.”(Judicial Police Duties Act)

* To supports professional and rapid investigation of crimes that occur in specific or
specialized areas based on the accumulated knowledge and experience of relevant
public officials.

Characteristics of Special Judicial Police

* Types of public officials in Special Judicial Police
* Public officials who are already engaged in investigation and case transfer to the prosecution
* Public officials already engaged i mvestigation and disciplinary action

* Public officials with no investigative work experience

* Consider themselves as “investigative officer” or “administrative officer”

* Different perspectives on their role and position depending on how their Ministry

treats them

System Operation

« Statutory regulations mandate the nomination of specialized judicial police by
prosecutors, but designation of these individuals occurs within the jurisdiction of
each governmental entity

* The regional prosecutor's office, situated in close proximity to the relevant
government agency, is entrusted with the appointment of special judicial police

* A mentoring prosecutor is matched to offer guidance and support to the special
judicial police

* Special judicial police possess the right and obligation to receive directives from
prosecutors during investigations

* Significant regional and organizational variations exist in the implementation

Recent Issues

* Existence of Special Judicial Police Powers
« Certain agencies possess unique judicial police powers.
* Absence of appointees or non-utilization of these powers is observed

* Challenges in Operational Understanding and System Enhancement:
+ Impediments arise from imadequate management within each department

* Comprehensive assessment of personnel and operational status of dispersed special judicial police
is lacking, which hinders a clear comprehension of the current operational situation.

« Issues with Investigative Expertise Acquisition:

 Difficulty mn securing investigative expertise
« Public officials without investigative experience pose a challenge.
« This constraint hampers the enhancement of investigative capabilities within the system.



* Diversity in Law Enforcement Agencies:
« The United States exhibits a diverse array of law enforcement agencies.
+ (Categories mclude federal, state, county, local, and military entities.
« Notable agencies such as DEA, FDA, ICE, IRS, DHS, FBI, and Marshal Service, etc.

* Structural Disparity with Korea:

* In contrast to Korea, where special judicial police affiliated with central administrative agencies
perform analogous tasks,

* The United States has established and operates numerous independent agencies.

* Scale and Severity Disparities:

* Variances in the scale and severity of criminal activities contribute to the distinct law enforcement
structures in both nations.

+ These disparities further underscore the need for diverse and specialized agencies in the United
States.

Conclusion

* Difficult to evaluate the system comparatively
* Need high level of consideration of each agency’s characteristics

* The subject of operation management must be clear

* Establishment of a stand-alone law enforcement agency like the United States
should be cautious

* To secure expertise, a professional line must be secured

* Management supervision and related research must be conducted to continuously
improve the system

* Legislation needs to be reorganized
