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Criminal Mediation In Korea : Restorative Justice

In recent years Korea Prosecution has attracted a great deal of
attention for Criminal Mediation Program(CMP) based on the
restorative justice, which provides a new paradigm in criminal justice
system. The CMP is a informal process whereby the victim and the
offender of the crime meet with a trained and imparcial mediater in
oder to facilitate a prompt and effective resoltion with an emphasis on
repairing the harm from the crime.

In 2006 Korea Prosecution began to examin the pilot CMP at 4
District Prosecutors’ Office, and in 2007 brings the regular CMP into
practice whole of the country. From April 2006, I have served as a
mediator in Criminal Mediation Commission at Daejon Center for
Victim of Crime, which is located in Daejon District Prosecutors’
Office.

In this paper I take the general outlook of Criminal Mediation in
Korea, and inquier into feature of CMP, and then ask the question : is
the CMP in Korea real Restorative Justice Programme? My Answer is
"No'.
