I.  Introduction

Child sexal abuse has become a serious problem in Taiwan, since there has
been more and more CSA reported to the official. At the meantime, many
teeager girls were arrested by the police because of their wrong doing on
internet for claiming that they would like to have sex trading with their patrons.
Based on empirical studies (in—depth interveiw and questionnaire survey to
juvenilesex traders) by the author (Cheng, 1997, 2001, 2004a), some meaningful
findings were concluded and the author thinksthe victims of CSA and the
female juveniles suffered from the Lack-of-Love Syndrome share some common
characteristics, or so—called "comorbidity.”"For professionals of human services or
criminal justice to help the victims of CSA and female juvenile prostitution
suffered from the LOL syndrome not to become worse in the future, we need to
comprehend the phenomena of CSA and to analyze the symptoms thoroughly.
Then we would be able to reach at consensus as regarding how to treat the

children and youth effectively.
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II. Phenomena of Child Sexual Abuse (CSA) in Taiwan

How frequent is child sexal abuse? According to the Third National
Incidence Study of Child Abuse and Neglect conducted in 1996 in the U.S., 3.2
per 1000 children were under the harm standard of c7hild sexual abuse (Rein,
Jacobs, & Quiram, 1999). However, no body can tell a precise figure of CSA in
Taiwanl) . In the past three years, the amount of reported cases of child sexual
victimization reached to a new hight as 5,638 in 2006 and 6,530 in 2007. It is
estimated that the figure in 2008 will be over 6,830 (http://dspc.moi.gov.tw/public
/attachment/ 8111914194271.xls, Nov.2008).. Even though not all child sexual

victimization cases could be categorized as child abuse, the author believes that

child sexual abuse cases have been increasing since children under the age of
12 were sexually victimized more frequent than ever before. Most of the
sexually abused children were perpetrated by someone cared of them, such as
parent, mother’s cohabitators, mother’s boy friend, close relatives, etc.. According
to the official statistics released on website of the Committee for the Prevention and
Treatment of Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault of the Ministry of the Interior,
698 children under 12 were sexually abused in 2006, and 783 were sexually abused in
2007. The number of teenagers, age 12 to 18, being sexually abused was 2578 in 2006
and 2,944 in 2007 (http://dspc.moi.gov.tw/ public/ attachment/8111914194271.x1s, Nov.2008).

To look at the phenomena from another angle, 694 victims were sexually abused

by their kinship families or relatives in 2005 and the figures was 800 and
969 in the year 2006 and 2007 respectively
(http://dspc.moi.gov.tw/public/Attachment/8331542371.xls. Nov.2008). Based

on the ascending trend of child sexual abuse in the past three years, the

author concludes that CSA has become an important social problem which
1s getting worse in Taiwan and that there is an urgent need for effective
prevention strategy and interventive treatment for the victims.

The types of CSA include familial abuse and extrafamilial abuse. Familial
abuse or so-called "incest”, refers to the use of a child for sexual gratification
by family members, generally blood relatives or other pretended family members.
Extrafamilial abuse involves a person outside the family who may be strangers
or those In a position of trust, such as family friends, teachers, and spiritual
advisers (Rein, Jacobs, & Quiram, 1999:84). In Taiwan, we often heard from the
media or practioners that children were abused by biological parents, step

parents, siblings, kinship family members, cohabitators or boyfriends of parent,

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and neighbors, etc.. There is no exact figure depicting the magnitude of each
type of CSA problems so far. Therefore, the author is unable to tell which type

of CSA being the most serious or the most prevalent one.

III. The Consequence of CSA

Even though the author cannot tell which type of CSA i1s the most
prevalent in Taiwan, all CSA reseachers agree that CSA would definitely do
enormous damage and harm to children’s bodies and minds.

The most frequently mentioned impact of CSA on young children was
sexualized behaviors, such as having sexual games with playmates, sexually
attacking playmates, acting out sexually with pets, compulsively masturbating,
inserting objects into their own vaginas (Kendall-Tackett, Williams, & Finkelhor,
1993).

The other primary dimension from the aftermath of CSA was the
sympotoms composed of the post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD), which has
been an 1important diagnosis in psychiatric clinic. The symptoms include
nightmares, memory impairment, insomnia (sleeplessness), and psychological
numbness (feelinglessness). Other psychological, physiological, and behavioral
reactions were anxiety, depression, withdrawn behavior, aggression, school
problems, and regression, including enuresis (bed-wetting), encopresis (passing
of feces in unacceptable places after bowel control discipline has been succeded),
and poor self-esteem.

Victims of CSA at different developmental levels might manifest somewhat
different symptoms or reactions. According to the review of literature and
clinical observation (Cheng, 1997, 2004a ; Rein, Jacobs, & Quiram, 1999), if the
victims were preschoolers, the most common symptoms were anxiety,
nightmares, general PTSD, internalizing, externalizing, and sexual behaviors.
School age children most often showed fear, anxiety, neurotic disorders,
aggression, nightmares, school problems, interpersonal problems, aggression, and
regression. After sexual abuse victimization, the most common behavioral
consequences included depression, withdrawl, suicidal attempt or self-injurious
behaviors, illegal acts, running away from homes, dropout of school, substance
abuse, sexual promiscuity, sexual aggression, and prostitution (Cheng, 2004a).

Despite most of the victimized children would present some symptoms,
research indicated that about 21% to 49% of the sexually abused children were
asymptomatic, ie. showing no symptom (Rein, Jacobs, & Quiram, 1999). This

category of abused children might not be sensitive enough or were less affected
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or not at all affected. Therefore, the symptoms mentioned above might not be
applicable to describing all sexually abused victims. Research findings indicated
that "---abuse characterized by a closely related perpetrator, high frequency of
sexual contact, long duration, use of force, [vaginal penetration, lack of maternal
support at the time of disclosure, and a victim's negative outlook or coping
style..” (Rein, Jacobs, & Quiram, 1999:93) would lead to more apparent

symptoms.

IV. The Discovery of the "Lack-of-Love” (LOL) Syndrome

Many teenage girls fled from their homes and hung around outside. The
general public and the media usually asked such questions as:”why don’t they
go back home?""Why were they so stupid as to trust and devote themselves to
the bad guys with vicious motivation?” The answer had become clear after
several studies conducted by the author. Cheng(1997, 2001, 2004a) found that if
teenage girls was abused sexually, psychologically, and/or physically, and was
not contended with love (e.g., warmth, acceptance, support, and care) from their
families of origin since childhood, they would be very likely to suffer from
"Lack-of-Love” (LOL) Syndrome and might be thirsty of love and care from
outside.But the love and care from outside were usually vicious and harmful to
the teeagers. To explain the syndrome in a concrete way, the following points
are worthy of noting.

If the girls suffered from the Lack-of-Love Syndrome (Cheng, 2004b, 2006),
the following symptoms would be present with their personality, during the
interpersonal interaction with families and the people outside their families, and
characterized by their behaviors(Cheng, 2006).

A. Alienated from their families, fighting with their parents, reluctant to go
back home, feeling difficulties to communicate with their families,
runaway from home and dropout from schools frequently.

B. Being not able to restraint to the temptation with vicious attempt from
outside and those who would attract them to join sex-trading industry.
They would be very likely to be allured to devote their affection/love
and bodies into the love affairwhich they feel worthy of devoting, even
they need to sacrifice themselves.

C. They would encounter depression, general symptoms of PTSD, and
emotional disturbances from time to time. Expression of inadequate
emotions, likely to quarrel with others, expression of extreme behaviors,

such as low self-esteem, out of control, attempting to commit suicide,
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feeling of remorse, and the thought of revenge.

D. Impulsivity, lacking of the ability to protect themselves, unable to show
respect to others and incapable of maintaining long—-term and stable
relatioship with intimate partners.

E. Apt to engage into premature sex relationships with many people (sexual
promiscuity), sell their sex/bodies for money which they need for living.
They tend to indulge into substance abuse, for example, smoking,
drinking, and drug abuse, joining high speed riding with friends,

cohabitating with others and promiscuous in sex.

Once suffering from the LOL syndrome, the female adolescents would
generally cope with their negative feelings by negative behaviors, and incline to
run away from their homes. When staying outside alone, they might be very
eager to look for love and money and might be blind to accept the love even
vicious. They were inclinable to be allured by the men who exploited their
bodies and sex but at the same time giving them the feelings they want and
the money they need . The girls might sacrifice for the love, including earning
money by sex trading to support the daily expenses of their intimate partners
and themselves. They were often impulsive, emotionally disturbed, depressed,
regressed, promiscuous in sex and apt to quarrel with others, as well as
demonstrating extreme behaviors, committing suicide, committing illegal

behaviors or using illegal substances.

V. Treatment of the Juveniles Suffered from Sexual Abuse and
"Lack-of-Love” Syndrome
The victims of CSA and the juveniles suffering from LOL Syndrome are
characterized with many common traits or ”“comorbidity.”(Cheng, 2004a). In the
past few years, many therapeutic programs had been utilized to promote mental
health of CSA victims and mediate the negative effects of sexual abuse via
individual therapy or group therapy for depression, anxiety disorders, reducing
guilt and shame, enhancing self-esteem, and dealing with the problems of
substance abuse (Miller & Knudsen, 2007). In Taiwan, trauma therapy programs,
including play therapy, sand therapy, music therapy, dance therapy, emotion
catharsis, psychodynamic interview, group therapy, etc., have been used at many
psychiatric clinics, as well as at human service sectors of the public welfare.

Social workers have been responsible for in-taking, assessment, proposing
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intervention and treatment plan, case management, resource mobilization, and
following up. Psychological counseling services, either individual or group, and
psychiatric medication are also provided for the recovery and re-building of
self-image of the abused clients when necessary (Chew, 1998). In addition,
restitution of the psychological satisfaction of being loved and cared by
significant others or important figures surrounding themis also needed for the
young girls who suffered from the Lack-of-Love syndrome. This type of
professional service should be evaluated by the case manager (social worker)
and could be launched when comprehansive evaluation is completed and the
condition is adequate.

At the assessment and evaluation stage, biological, psychological, and
socio—cultural factors within the child’s supportive system should be put into
weighing and pondering. Genograms, ecomaps, and culturagrams are also helpful
tools (Cooper & Lesser, 2005). From the perspective of developmental
framework, several approaches are appropriate for the psychotherapy of the
sexually abused children. They are Piaget's model of cognitive development,
Erikson’s psychosocial model, Freud's model of psychosexual development,
Stern’s model of self development, and Kail's model of emotional
development(Cooper & Lesser, 2005 : 193-194). These analyses are very helpful
for the professionals to proposing treatment measures.

After the rapport being established, professionals can collaborate with the
clients and enter into following stages of substantial treatment or therapy.
Therapists needto make sure that the exact time point when the victim was
abused and that at what level or stage of development when the abuse event
took place. Was the abuse a single—shot episode or it last for a long time? How
did the victim see or feel about the abuse? How was the interpersonal
relationship or family dynamic when and after the abuse occurred? How had the
victim been influenced or reacted? The therapist also needs to clarify the
relation between CSA experience and the Lack-of-Love Syndrome reaction in
order to take effective intervention into the case.

Under an ideal model expected at the treatment unit either provided by
private pratice or public sector, team work should be undertaken to effectively
treat the LOL clients. The treatment team should comprise of at least a
psychiatrist, a psychologist, and a social worker. If several teams could be hired
and collaborate at a unit and the professionals could exchange progressive
information about the clients and treatment measures from time to time and join

case conferences held by other teams, the treatment might beexpected to be
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more effective and efficient. In the meantime, the social worker plays a vital
role as a case mamager, who is responsible for assessing the client’s internal
and outer functional capacity, utilizing the skills of brokering and advocacy to
service delivery, assuring the traditional value of self-determination and the
worth and dignity of the clients (Skidmore, Thackeray, Farley, Smith, & Boyle,
2000:339).

During the course of treatment, the therapist neds to encourage the clients to
disclose their experiences of victimization or trauma (Vizard & Tranter, 1988).
Emotional and behavioral problems should be emphasized as the foci of the
treatment to the youth. Enhancing client’s self-exteem and self-assertiveness,
empowering them to respect for their own dignity and value, caring for their
own bodies and restraining from deviant sexual drives are also very important
to help the clients keep themselves away from deviance (Elton, 1983).
Constructive ways of problem-solving, positive interaction with people around,
clarification of the value of body, sex, and money, and healthy programming
about their career development, are very useful for their healthier lives in the
future.

So far we have accomplished much work for scholars to comprehend the
comorbidity of CSA victims and LOL Syndrome patients. And now, it is time
for the practitioners and human service personnels to promote the knowledge
from the academia to help the children and youth effectively. In addition, reaerch
colleagues need to do more empirical studies to examining the findings and

opinions from the field for the revision of the middle range theory.
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
